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the Raleigh metro, Obama won 54 percent to 45 percent, which is 16 points better than 
Kerry’s margin in 2004 and 24 points better than Dukakis’ in 1988. 

Indianapolis is the largest metro in Indiana with 1.7 million residents, and it is the only 
one growing by double digits—11 percent since 2000. Indianapolis swung to progressives 
by 25 points in this election, giving Obama a 51 percent to 48 percent victory. 

These are just some examples of how America’s progressive metros have moved state after 
state toward progressives. Many more examples can be found by exploring the data in our 
updated New Progressive America map. I urge you to do so.
